The meeting of the Wildwood Planning/Zoning Board of Adjustment was called to order on July 13, 2015 by Chairman Michael Porch at 6:00 PM at Wildwood City Hall, 4400 New Jersey Avenue, Wildwood, NJ.
Chairman Michael Porch led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Chairman Michael Porch read the Open Public Meetings Act.

New Business:
Applicant:  Capt’n Jacks Island Grill, LLC 19-15Z
Attorney:   Andrew Catanese Esq.
Engineer:    Vincent Orlando, EDA
Andrew Catanese is representing the applicant, Capt’n Jacks Island Grill, LLC.  The property is located at 2701 Boardwalk, block 248, lots 1 & 1.02.
The current premises is a restaurant.  The applicant seeks to amend the previous conditional use approval to permit expansion of the existing restaurant serving alcoholic beverages.  The expansion is located south of the existing restaurant.  The existing and proposed expansion are separated by the existing 20’ wide emergency access aisle.
Matthew Hender, professional planner, described his background to the board.  He is the applicant’s planner.  Mr. Hender described the property, the current use of the property and existing conditions.
There is reference to exhibit A-1 which is resolution 17-09P.  Mr. Hender explained the applicant is looking to expand its outdoor seating.
The outdoor seating area complies with the requirements that are set forth in the city code.
Mr. Hender noted that no variances were being sought.  The applicant is only seeking amended site plan approval.  He stated that in his opinion that granting the amended site plan approval to allow alcoholic beverages in the outdoor seating  area would not have any adverse effects on properties that are located immediately west of the Boardwalk.
Sean Dougherty (principal of the applicant) is also the general manager.  Mr. Dougherty sates the applicant has never had an ABC violation or other ordinance violation.  He states that the new outdoor seating has been in operation but without serving alcohol at this time.  He states the new outdoor seating will be operated the same way as the restaurant.  
Christine Ernst, member of the public, stated that she is no against the expansion but is concerned with public access to the beach in that area.
Raymond Roberts reviews the engineers report.
William Kaufmann does a recap of the application.
Timothy Blute makes a motion to move forward with the vote.  Carol Bannon 2nd the motion.
The application is approved with 7 Yes votes.
Applicant:  Deep Oil Co., Inc. 18-15Z

Planning Consultant:  Louis DiGregorio, Architect
Paul Baldini, Esq. represents the applicant, Deep Oil Co., Inc.  The property is located at 4200 New Jersey Ave, block 116 Lot 16.  The property is located in the GC-General Commercial zoe
The applicant is seeking site plan approval to convert a gas station to a gas station with a convenience store.  
The variances being requested are conditional use, distance to a fire house and school (within 200 feet), setback from residential use or district, queuing room at fueling stations and maximum lot coverage.  
The applicant is requesting a waiver for drainage requirements of Section 601.  
Malkit Gill is the owner of the property.  He explained the development of the project.  He stated that the hours of operation would be from 7:00am to 7:00pm.  Mr. Gill stated that he has 25 years in the gas station business and industry.  He state that the property was previously used as a service station but the new project will not include an automobile repair facility.  He also stated that any old tanks have been removed that he will have a new 2 compartment tank installed.
Louis DiGregorio, architect, state he is the projects architect.  He described the site improvements and site conditions.  He noted the rear of the property will be fenced in.  He described the trash enclosure that will be outside whereas the ordinance requires it to be inside.  The applicant is seeking a waiver for such.  He indicated that the applicant would agree to a condition of approval that required the trash enclosure to be relocated to the south end of the property.  There will be proposed landscaping with plants that don’t exceed 1 foot in height.  He stated that some of the curb & curbcuts will be replaced based on the plans.  The proposed queuing for gas pumps will be designed for 6 cars.  
Raymond Roberts reviewed the engineers report.
William Kaufmann does a recap of the application.
Joseph Spuhler makes a motion to move forward with the vote.  Dorothy Gannon 2nd the motion. 
The application is approved with b7 Yes votes.
