New Business:
Applicant:  Manubolu, LLC  
Attorney:   Paul J. Baldini, Esq.
Engineer:   Domenick A. McGonigle
Paul Baldini representing Ranga Manubolu who’s address is 101 E. Andrews Ave.  Mr. Manubolu has come before the board tonight to get permission to convert his existing apartment which is 2500 square feet.  He would like to convert the apartment to 2 units because only his wife and himself that live there.  
He would also like to add the deck in the back.  1 unit will be 1800 square feet and the other unit would be 1200 square feet.  
Mr. Manubolu will be residing in the apartment in the front that is the larger unit.  
They are prepared to address comments from the Engineer’s report.  The maximum building coverage and maximum lot coverage are preexisting conditions.  He is not changing anything in the site plan.  The last site plan was approved by the board and it was inspected and he has a CO.
In terms of the density variance, he is 300 square feet short of what is required.  He consulted his engineer on how to convert the existing space to 2 apartments without any changing any of the exterior walls.
Mr. Manubolu agrees that the ADA parking space will be van accessible.  The planting boxes will remain.  
There are 2 things Mr. Baldini asks the board to consider as the prior site plan approval. The 1st is to replace the 2 existing side by side curb cuts with a single curb cut not exceeding 36’ width.  They are not touching the layout of the parking lot and he is asking the board to accept that was part of the prior site plan approval.  The 2nd item is replace the existing sidewalk on Andrews Ave. This was also part of the original site plan.  
The sales area is approximately 2500 square feet, the vacant area is 1500 square feet and the pizzeria is 2000 square feet.  These areas are within the same parameters as when it was approved in 2010.  The trash enclosures are 5 feet.  
He is aware that he will have to apply for a sewer permit and Mr. Baldini has already spoken to the sewer dept.  There will be no changes to the signage on the site.  
Mr. Porch asks for some more testimony on the square footage of the 2nd unit as it is undersized.  The application says the 2nd unit is 900 square feet and the testimony is that the 2nd unit is 1200 square feet.  
Mr. Baldini states when he completed the application he used the plan that he had in front of him.  Mr. Porch asks what the North South dimension of the building is.  There is some discussion about the dimensions and it is determined that is about 35 feet. Mr. Baldini states the 900 square feet on the application is not correct and a mistake on his part.
Timothy Blute asks how many bathrooms there are, there are 2 full baths in the smaller apartment and 1 full bath in the larger apartment.
Member of Public:
Todd Stevens-102 W. Andrews, he has lived across the street from Mr. Manubolu for 14 years.  He thinks he is part of what we need in Wildwood year round.  He wants to stay here year round and has put a lot of money into the property.  He feels the applicant should be given the opportunity to make the city better and make more tax money.  
Mr. Kaufmann does a recap of the application.
Joseph Spuhler made the motion to move forward with the vote & Dorothy Gannon 2nd the motion.  
The application was approved with 5 Yes votes.
