Commission Byron said it’s been another good year for the City of Wildwood due to consciences decisions made by each department relative to their budgets.  There has been a decrease in the City’s Tax Levy, therefore, there will be no tax increase in 2015.  Commissioner Byron said Public Hearing and Adoption of this budget will take place on April 22, 2015 at 3:30 following a presentation.  Mike Garcia, Auditor, said there is a $20,102.55 decrease in the Tax Levy and the City is $1.8 million below the spending cap.  Mayor Troiano thanked all involved with the preparation of the budget and commended everyone on a job well done.  Commissioner Leonetti announced Joe Murphy of the Police Department was invited to Quantico, Virginia to participate in the FBI Academy, and graduated the academy with owners.  Mr. Murphy is the 7th person in the history of Wildwood to be invited to the FBI Academy.

Mayor Troiano told Mr. Brannen someone purchased the property on Pacific and Bennett Avenues and they intend to fix the property up and match the outside with that of the beauty salon across the street.
