Engineers Report – This report is on file in the City Clerk’s Office for review.
Mayor Troiano said the City is looking into replacing the water and sewer lines under the Boardwalk, and asked the Administrator to look into the cost of bonding as well as the result it would have on the taxpayers.  Commissioner Byron asked Mr. DeBlasio how far off they were from the Back Bay project being completed, because he received a letter from a developer who is looking to bid on the project.  Mr. DeBlasio said there are still two permits that need to be finalized.  Commissioner Byron asked when it will be determined as to what can be developed in that location.  Mr. DeBlasio said the Board has to determine what they want there.  Commissioner Byron asked if the City is still receiving dredge from Ocean City, because there could be other opportunities to gain revenue from other municipalities.  Mayor Troiano said there have been communications with other municipalities already.  Mr. Fox said the money from Ocean City is sitting in a designated account.  He said once the State is satisfied, the City could put that money in the general fund.  Mr. Fox said after recently speaking with Ocean City, they are ready to deliver next week, with a total income of about $900,000.00.

Mayor Troiano announced Ordinance 1060-16 has passed First Reading.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  During regularly scheduled Board of Commissioners Meeting.  Remarks will limit to five (5) minutes per person.  City Clerk will be keeper of time and advise speaker when time has expired.  Each member of the public will be permitted to speak only once per meeting.  Criticism of public employees will be directed to the Personnel Department during work hours only.
Jack Morey, 3501 Boardwalk: Mr. Morey questioned resolution “L”, stating he thought this was already done with specific dates decided, so that it wouldn’t interfere with any other beach related events.  Mayor Troiano said the previous bids received were rejected, so this is simply a re-bid of the same thing.
Al Brannen, 217 E. Bennett Avenue: Mr. Brannen asked if the City was going to leave room for their own dredge at the back bay site.  Mayor Troiano said is it hard to say, as it may take some time.  Mayor Troiano said he’s reached out to the sister communities because it might be easier to get as an entire island, and explained the benefits for each municipality.  Mr. Brannon asked Commissioner Byron if he received the final numbers from the concert on the beach.  Commissioner Byron said the City received its guaranteed $25,000.00, as well as an additional $5,000.00.  Commissioner Byron said each department has also been paid for their services.  He said the promotor ended up losing money on the concert.
